Longview Yacht Club Standing Rules

STANDING RULES
12/08/1975: 

Regular Membership Meeting: Moved, seconded and approved to place a minimum charge of $5.00 per billing per boat or boathouse using electricity (on all billings) after this date.

11/10/1980: 

A $5.00 minimum charge semiannually, to members who have moorage space without electrical hookups. 

1/1/1995:

All metered electricity will be billed at average cost per KWH. Remaining balance of electricity plus other utilities will be divided equally between all members. A minimum charge of $10.00 per member per year will apply.

11/10/1980: 

Members will be billed for any repairs or safety defects that have to be corrected by the House Committee at the rate of $10.00 per man hour plus materials. Funds are to be deposited into the general fund. The billing will be made to the house owner or moorage space renter. There will be 60 days to comply following a letter from the House Committee Chairman. The house owner will be responsible for his approach walkway.

1983:

When a house is sold, the seller will send a written notice of the sale and the specific house location to the House Committee. Upon receipt of this notice, the House Committee will advise the membership of the sale and purchase of the house in the next regular meeting notice and enter such notice in the minutes of the next meeting. If a member with seniority has not requested the space within 30 days after the regular meeting, the space shall be assigned to the new house owner. However, if a senior member requests the moorage space before the 30-day period has expired, 

the request must be made in writing. When the House Committee approves the move, the space will be authorized for the requesting senior member. It is necessary that the house be moored to the best advantage of the Club. The member authorized to move into the space will stand the expense of moving, arrange the move with the Port Captain, and furnish adequate mooring lines for his house. The houses must be moored with chain link and slip hooks attached so the house can be moved quickly in case of fire.

When an open moorage is vacated, the member vacating will send a written notice of the vacation and the specific location to the House Committee. Upon receipt of this notice the House Committee will advise the membership of the vacation of open moorage in the next regular meeting notice and enter such notice in the minutes of the next meeting. The open moorage will be assigned to the senior member requesting mooring space. He shall notify the House Committee in writing. On notification, the House Committee may approve this exchange if in their opinion the lessor will utilize the space for his own use within a short period of time. Otherwise, the mooring space will be offered to a member having a written request priority.

1/1/1995:

No member shall be assigned more than one space, whether it is open space or boathouse space.

10/27/1997:

Applicants may utilize the Yacht Club under the following rules, once the application has been made official. Official application includes submitting a completed application, the initiation fee of $200.00, and the applicant has been introduced by their sponsors at a regular meeting of the LYC. If the applicant is denied membership in the club, they will return the key, pay moorage and any other costs accrued and remove their property within 

three days of notification. If this is not complied with, the $200.00 initiation fee will be forfeit. The agreement must be signed by applicant and sponsor. The agreement will be collected and kept on file by the secretary.

The privileges that may be enjoyed by the applicant include: Access to the club area; Moorage of a boat, if space is available. Regular moorage fees will apply while moored at the club; Fuel rates will be charged at the non-member rate; Lift rates will be charged at the non-member rate. The following rules will apply at all times: Walkways where boat is moored will be kept free of lumber, tools, etc., and the area kept clear for the use of other members; There shall be no construction allowed; Keys shall not be loaned to any other non-members at any time; The applicant shall be held responsible to follow all rules of the Yacht Club; The sponsors will assume responsibility for the applicants use and behavior of the club during the waiting period.

6/28/1999:

The following "Standing Rules are adopted by the Board of Directors in the interests of interpreting and clarifying the By-Laws:

Rules relating to Small Craft

"Small Craft" means a vessel of less than fourteen feet. "Small Craft" vessels include vessels that are commonly known as "jet skis," "wave runners," "skidoos," as well as tenders, inflatable vessels or dinghies.

All Small Craft operated by LYC members or their guests shall maintain a slow speed when operated within 200' of the LYC or any vessel moored at the LYC, and shall not engage in maneuvers that generate waves, wakes or water action that 

causes unreasonable disturbance to moored vessels, boathouses or other facilities in the area of the LYC.

All Small Craft operated within the area of the LYC shall be operated in a manner that conforms to the Laws of the State of Washington and Cowlitz County.

Rules for Moorage of Small Craft

Moorage Location of Principal Boat and Small Craft:

Members of the LYC who moor their boats at LYC docks, or who maintain boat houses for the moorage of their boats and who also own or possess Small Craft, may moor Small Craft vessels at the same location as the moorage of their principal boat or their boat house, or at a separate location as follows:

1. Small Craft vessels may be moored at the same location as the owner's principal boat and at the assigned moorage location of such moored principal boat, if:

(a) The Small Craft is securely attached by dock lines attached to the stern, the bow, or the outboard side of the owner's moored principal boat, and the distance between such Small Craft and the owner's principal boat does not exceed approximately two feet, and the location of such Small Craft does not interfere with the moorage of any other boat, boathouse or the maneuvering room required by other boats; or 

(b) The Small Craft is securely attached to davits or a towing device affixed to the owner's principal boat, and the location of such Small Craft does not interfere with the moorage of any other boat, boathouse or the maneuvering room required by other boats.

2. Small Craft vessels may be moored within or alongside an owner's boathouse that houses the owner's principal boat if the location of such Small Craft does not interfere with the moorage of any other boat, boathouse or the maneuvering room required by other boats.

Special Mooring Areas for the Small Craft at Locations Apart from the Moorage of the Owner's Principal Boat

Open Moorage for Small Craft (dry storage):

1. The House Committee, with prior approval of the Board of Directors, may designate an area alongside the docks or facilities of the LYC, which is not suitable for boat moorage, for the establishment and maintenance of a Small Craft moorage area. Within the designated area, LYC members may be permitted to place special docking facilities for Small Craft and may attach such special docking facilities (hereinafter sometimes called "SC dock")
 to LYC docks where and in the manner determined by the House Committee for their exclusive use in docking and storing Small Craft vessels.

(a) There shall be no more the eight SC docks connected together in a single location.

(b) The rules of seniority shall be applicable to the use and placement of SC dock facilities.

(c) Members who are assigned SC dock space shall be required to pay moorage fees as if such docking facility were a boathouse; the amount of such moorage shall be the sum of $45.00 per year (one-year minimum) per SC dock space.

(d) No member shall be entitled to more than two SC dock space locations.

(e) SC dock space assigned to a member may not be transferred by a member to another member nor shall it be sublet; SC dock space is personal to the member to whom assigned. Provided, however, that a member to whom a SC dock space is assigned may permit another member to use his or her assigned SC dock space on a temporary basis when not in use by the member to whom it is assigned.

(f) Upon termination of membership of any member to whom SC dock space has been assigned, the SC dock owned by such member shall be subject to the following:

(1) It shall be removed from the premises of the LYC within 30 days after termination of membership;

(2) It may be sold or otherwise transferred to another member of the LYC and, subject to the seniority rules, such member may be assigned the space occupied by such SC dock; or

(3) It may be sold to the LYC at a negotiated agreeable price, and thereafter owned, operated or disposed of as determined by the Board of Directors.

Open Moorage for Small Craft (wet moorage):
The House Committee, with prior approval of the Board of Directors, may designate an area alongside the docks or facilities of the LYC, which is not suitable for boat moorage, for the 

establishment and maintenance of open moorage area for Small Craft, herein after designated as Open Small Craft dock space (OSC). Within the area so designated, LYC members may moor Small Craft alongside LYC docks where and in the manner determined by the House Committee for their exclusive use in docking and mooring Small Craft vessels.

(a) The rules of seniority shall be applicable to the use and placement of such OSC facilities.

(b) Members who are assigned Open Small Craft dock space shall be required to pay open moorage fees for the use of the LYC docks. The amount of such fees shall be the sum of $45.00 per year (one year minimum) per OSC location.

(c) No member shall be entitled to more than two OSC locations.

(d) OSC dock space assigned to a member may not be transferred by a member to another member nor shall it be sublet; SC dock space is personal to the member to whom assigned. Provided, however, that a member to whom a SC dock space is assigned may permit another member to use his or her assigned SC dock space on a temporary basis when not in use by the member to whom it is assigned.

1/1/2001:
All members must assist in four work parties, or pay $50 per work party, or a total of $200 per year. A work party credit will be given for preparing lunch for a work party or two credits if the member also furnishes the food.  The House Committee chairman or Port Captain must approve any work done outside of a scheduled work party for credit.  A member may be credited for a work party done by another member or a family member on approval of the House Committee Chairman or Port Captain.

2/25/2002:
Children twelve and under must wear life jackets at all times while on docks.

7/30/2003:

THE FOLLOWING RULES SHALL BE EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER THE FIRST (1ST) DAY OF OCTOBER 2003, AND SHALL NOT BE DEEMED TO BE RETROACTIVE OR TO BE APPLICABLE TO ANY MEMBER OR THE MOORAGE OF ANY BOAT OR BOATHOUSE ON THAT DATE. HOWEVER, THE FOLLOWING RULES SHALL BE DEEMED TO BE APPLICABLE TO ALL MEMBERS AND THE MOORAGE OF ALL BOATS AND BOATHOUSES WITHIN THE AREA OF THE LONGVIEW YACHT CLUB FROM AND AFTER THE FIRST (1ST) DAY OF OCTOBER 2003.

The following rules and regulations supercede and are in lieu of any of the “Longview Yacht Club Standing Rules” set forth above which are inconsistent herewith:

GENERAL STATEMENT

By reason of the laws of the State of Washington and the regulations of the Department of Natural Resources, and in accordance with the Lease of Aquatic lands from the State of Washington to the Longview Yacht Club, and by reason of the requirements of Cowlitz County, Washington, and the Shorelines 

Management Act, and in compliance with regulations of other applicable departments of the State, Federal and County government, the Longview Yacht Club is strictly limited as to the “water area” that can be occupied by boathouses, docks, and other structures that are upon or over the surface of the water, or that cast shadows upon the surface or below the surface of the 

water. This is commonly known as the “foot print” of the Longview Yacht Club. This footprint may not be altered, changed, enlarged or modified without governmental approval, and may not, in any case, exceed the geographical limits of the Aquatic Lands lease held by the Longview Yacht Club. The number of boathouses is limited to those presently situated within the Longview Yacht Club, and the size (square feet and height) of such boathouses is governed by law. 

In order to avoid violations of such laws, regulations and said Aquatic Lands lease, it is necessary that strict rules and regulations concerning boathouses be created and enforced by the Longview Yacht Club. Therefore, the Board of Directors of the Longview Yacht Club hereby enacts the following amendments to the “Longview Yacht Club Standing Rules”, which amendments shall be effective immediately, and shall be hereafter applicable. 

(1) BOAT MOORAGE - MEMBERS & GUESTS:


Only members of the Longview Yacht Club shall be entitled to permanently moor boats within the area of the Longview Yacht Club, or be entitled to the assignment of moorage space within the area of the Longview Yacht Club. The assignment of open moorage space shall be 
based on seniority of membership. In the event that a member should surrender his or assigned 
open moorage space, such space shall be available to other members on the basis of seniority, subject, however, to the compatibility in size and shape of the

 boat sought to be moored in such space. Moorage spaces along the docks of the Longview Yacht Club may be altered by the Houses Chairman to accommodate changing needs and sizes of the boats moored. Guests of members of the Longview Yacht Club may moor boats in moorage spaces designated as “guest moorage” locations 
for not longer than 72 successive hours. If a “guest boat” is connected to electricity, such guest shall pay a utility charge of $3.00 for 24 hours, or fraction thereof, of such moorage. 

(2)  MEMBERS ONLY: All boathouses moored within the

  area of the Longview Yacht shall be owned by members

  of the Longview Yacht Club.

(3) ONE BOATHOUSE LOCATION PER MEMBER; RELOCATION: Longview Yacht Club members may be assigned only one boathouse moorage location, and the boathouse moored therein shall not be moved to any other location within the area of the Longview Yacht Club except:

a. For the safety or convenience of the Longview Yacht Club, or as required by law; 

b. A the request of the owner of such boathouse in the exercise of his/her seniority rights to relocate unto an available boathouse moorage location resulting from the sale of a boathouse in such desired moorage location;

c. As a result of the sale of such boathouse, and the purchase thereof by a member whose seniority is less than that of a member who requests relocation into the boathouse moorage space assigned to and occupied by such sold boathouse, but only if there is available boathouse moorage space available for the moorage of “sold and purchased” boathouse;

d. All boathouses moored in the area of the Longview Yacht Club and owned by members shall be entitled to remain within the area of the Longview Yacht Club, if they are in good condition, safe and neat in appearance. A boathouse that is not in good condition, or unsafe, or not neat in appearance at the time that it is sold shall be placed in good condition, safe and neat in appearance within 60 days after the sale thereof, or it shall be removed from the area of the Longview Yacht Club. If the owner of such boathouse fails or refuses, after notice is given by the House Committee to remedy defects, to do so, such boathouse may be dismantled, reduced to scrap, and disposed of by the Longview Yacht Club at the cost of the owner thereof. After such dismantling, the moorage space theretofore occupied by such boathouse shall be declared to be vacant, and shall be available to the most senior member making application therefore.

(4) SALE OF BOATHOUSES – TO LYC, MEMBERS AND GENERAL PUBLIC: Any boathouse, which the owner desires to sell, shall be first offered to the Longview Yacht Club and to all members, and the asking price shall be stated in such offer. Notice of the availability of such boathouse shall be published in the next published newsletter of the Longview Yacht Club. In the event that neither the Longview Yacht Club nor any member should elect to purchase such boathouse within 15 days after such publication, the owner/seller of such boathouse may offer such boathouse to the general public; in the event of the sale thereof to a non-member, such boathouse shall be removed from the area of the Longview Yacht Club immediately thereafter.

(5) SALE OF BOATHOUSE - NOTICE REQUIREMENTS: Upon the sale of a boathouse, the seller shall notify the Secretary of the Longview Yacht Club in writing within 5 days thereafter. Upon receipt of notice of such sale, the Secretary shall promptly notify 

the Commodore and the Chairman of the House Committee, and shall notify the members in the next published newsletter of the Longview Yacht Club and by an oral announcement at the then next regular meeting of the membership. Such notice in said newsletter shall state that the moorage location of such sold boathouse may be sought by and assigned to the most senior member making application therefore; provided, however, that the relocation of such sold boathouse shall not be required unless moorage space is available within the area of the Longview Yacht Club. If there is no available moorage space for relocation of such sold boathouse, it may remain in its then moorage location, if owned by a member. Provided, further, that if a member owning a boathouse and having seniority greater than that of the purchaser of such boathouse desires to relocate his/her boathouse into the space occupied by the “sold” boathouse, and if the boathouse of such senior member is of an appropriate size, height and shape to occupy the moorage space of the “sold” boathouse, the moorage locations of the two boathouses may be exchanged.

(6) MOORAGE OF “NEW” BOATHOUSES: The foot print of the Longview Yacht Club is strictly limited. Therefore, no “new” or other boathouses not presently moored in the area of the Longview Yacht Club may be brought into or moored in the area of the Longview Yacht Club except as follows:

a. in replacement of a boathouse that is removed from the area of the Longview Yacht Club;

b. as an addition to the foot print of the Longview Yacht Club, if fully approved and permitted by all appropriate governmental agencies prior to such placement;

(7) COSTS INCIDENT TO BOATHOUSE RELOCATIONS OR NEW PLACEMENT OF BOATHOUSES:

a. In the event that a boathouse is sought to be placed in or constructed for placement in the area of the Longview Yacht Club, all costs incident thereto shall be borne and paid by the member seeking to do so, including all applications, permits, engineering, governmental approvals and the expense of movement, placement and moorage.

b. In the event that a boathouse is sold and the purchaser is required to relocate such boathouse by reason of the reassignment of moorage location because of the seniority rights of a member, all of the costs of relocating the “purchased” boathouse shall be borne and paid by the purchaser of such boathouse; provided, however, that the senior member who is seeking relocation of his boathouse into the moorage location of the “purchased” boathouse shall pay the costs of the relocation of his/her boathouse into such moorage location.

c. In the event that a boathouse is required, by the Longview Yacht Club, to be relocated to another moorage location because of safety concerns, or by reason of the requirements of law, the costs of such relocation shall be borne and paid by the Longview Yacht Club.

(8)  CONDITION AND APPEARANCE OF BOATHOUSES:
All boathouses shall be maintained in a safe condition and neat and clean in appearance. Roofs shall be secure and free of loose materials, and shall not be allowed to become discolored, stained or contain vegetation or moss. The siding of 
boathouses shall not be allowed to become 
grossly discolored, caked with mud or 

debris, and all defective siding shall be promptly repaired or replaced. Outside walkways and horizontal surfaces shall be annually cleared of vegetation and mud, and 
scrap materials shall not be stored on such walkways or horizontal surfaces. All boathouses shall be subject to annual inspection (inside and outside) by the House Committee, and any deficiencies shall be noted and the owners thereof notified promptly. Owners of boathouses to whom notices of deficiencies have been given shall correct the same within 60 days. Failure of a boathouse owner or occupant to correct such deficiencies shall entitle the Longview Yacht Club to causes correction 
thereof at the cost of the owner of such boathouse. In the event that such 
deficiencies are not reasonably correctible, the owner of such boathouse may be required to remove such boathouse from the area of the Longview Yacht Club, and thereafter a vacancy shall exist for moorage of a senior member. In the event that a boathouse owner should fail to cause such removal to occur, the Board of Directors may order and direct that such boathouse be dismantled, reduced to scrap and subject to disposal, all at the owner’s cost and expense. Upon such dismantling and disposal, the moorage location of such 
boathouse shall become vacant and subject to occupancy by a senior member.

(9)  DISMANTLING OF DEFECTIVE BOATHOUSES: 

In the event that a boathouse should be dismantled, the scrap resulting there from shall be disposed of by the LYC, and any portion thereof having market value shall be sold for cash to the LYC or a LYC member offering the highest price or, if neither the LYC nor any member desires to purchase the same, it shall 

be sold to the general public. The proceeds resulting from the sale of such dismantled boathouse shall be first used to pay the costs of disposal of scrap materials, second to pay the costs of dismantling, third to any sum owed by the owner of the boathouse to the LYC, and the remainder shall be paid to the owner of such boathouse.

(10) DISMANTLING OF BOATHOUSE AND DISPOSAL OF MATERIALS; DECISION OF MEMBERSHIP:

Any decision to dismantle a boathouse shall be based only on the recommendation of the House Committee, then after a determination made by the Board of Directors, and shall be confirmed by a vote of a majority of the members of the LYC at a regular or special meeting. The owner of any boathouse that is sought to be dismantled shall have the right to a “hearing” before the Board of Directors and before the membership of the LYC, and the decision of the Board of Directors and the membership of the LYC shall be final and conclusive.

(11)  SUBLETTING OF MOORAGE LOCATION; 

                         BOATHOUSES AND BOATS:

A member who is assigned a moorage space for a boathouse or a boat who does not possess a boat or who does not moor a boat in such location or in such boathouse may continue to remain as the moorage tenant of such space for a period of not to exceed 2 years, commencing on the 1st day of the month following such members cessation of use of such space for mooring purposes. During such period, such member may “sub-lease” his or her assigned moorage space to a member of the LYC on such terms and conditions as are acceptable to and agreed upon between the assignee and the moorage tenant. Provided, however, that the moorage tenant shall notify the house chairman of any such sub-tenancy, and the sub-tenant shall be required to comply with all provisions and terms of any moorage lease agreement relating to such moorage space. During such period, the moorage tenant

 shall be responsible for payment of all moorage fees and utility charges applicable to such moorage space. At such time as the moorage tenant ceases to be the assignee of a moorage space, or at the end of such 2 year period, whichever first occurs, such moorage space shall be deemed available in accordance with the seniority provisions of the By-laws.

7/26/04

The Longview Yacht Club does not allow live a board.

Any member may stay aboard his vessel up to 30 days out of any ninety-day period or 90 days out of any 12 month period.

All members must comply with rules of waste disposal as defined in WAC 332-30-171.

� A Small Craft docking facility is generally described as a floating "pad" approximately 12' x 6', which is designed to be attached at one end to a dock while the other end floats on the surface, and the sides of which may be attached to other "pads;" small craft may be driven or lifted onto the "pad" and stored out of the water.
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
